PRESIDENT’S REPORT FOR THE YEAR 2009-2010
This is the 12th year in which I have been serving on the Board of Directors of the Hong Kong Polytechnic University (Western Canada) Association, and it is indeed my great pleasure to work with a group of dedicated Directors. All through the past years we have witnessed a steady growth and development of the Association in terms of members’ relationships; variety of program activities; support from other University Alumni Associations and the growing recognition by the community at large.  

Currently we have 152 regular members, with 104 of them being life members. Due to the great efforts of our Directors and Membership Committee we have recruited 11 new members last year.

With the continuous support of our enthusiastic members, we have another fruitful year of success. We started off with the 13th AGM/Annual Dinner, then celebrating Christmas with a dinner party jointly organized with the HKU Alumni Association, the CUHK Alumni Association, and the HK Baptist Alumni Association. Our member was one of the two lucky ones who won a HK round trip air ticket sponsored by the Cathay Pacific Airlines.  In February, we also had a very enjoyable Spring dinner celebrating the Chinese New Year, at the same time sharing the joy of the Canadian athletes of the Winter Olympics, 2010. 

Three well-received talks were organized during the year, one was on tips for a “Good driver”; another was on the health issues related to “Physiotherapy treatment”; while the last talk was on “Lawn bowling” with real practice on the lawn. 

Our dance lessons, table tennis lessons, calligraphy lessons and Chinese classical study were ongoing activities throughout the year. Since April, we started a Tai Chi class on every Friday evening and the response was so great that we have to put members on waiting list. Credits should be given to our Director Alfred Wong, who is our professional coach in table tennis and assistant coach in Tai Chi, and has successfully stimulated a lot of members’ interest in these two healthy activities.

This is the fifth year for our donation of C$500 to the Scholarship for the Preferred Graduate Development Program for our Alma Mata. In addition, we also contributed a cash sponsorship of C$300 in support of the “Greening Hong Kong by PolyU Alumni, 2010” planting event organized by the Federation of HK PolyU Alumni Associations and the Alumni Affairs and Development Office.

Finally, another achievement for the year is in subscribing a group membership with the Canadian Low Income Affordable Senior Housing Society. They offer our members discount benefits of many local merchandise and various activities organized by their Canada Community Benefits Centre in Richmond. All active members of our Association are eligible to register for free.
